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I. Introduction 

Regional trade in agri-food products plays an important role in regional integration and the fight 

against food insecurity in the Sahel and West Africa. It is considered to be the first regional line of 

defence in the event of pronounced food crises. These exchanges cover a wide range of agro-

pastoral and fishery products some of which (livestock, maize, millet, sorghum, parboiled rice, 

cowpea, colanut and tomatoes) are monitored by CILSS.   

Data on volumes and values are collected with the logistical support of professional organisations in 

a number of countries of the Community. Collection activities are supported by grant agreements 

between CILSS and these organisations. The collection takes place at exit points (borders) and in 

strategic markets in different countries of the region. Data are collected daily in each country and 

sent to CILSS each month.  

Since September 2016 and on the basis of the ProFAB-funded reference studies, some agricultural 

and fishery products have been identified as being significantly traded cross-borderly on new 

corridors (Bamako-Abidjan, Dakar-Nouacktchott, Abidjan-Lomé-Cotonou-Lagos). This report takes 

stock of the situation of the flows of all the products traded, with  a particular focus on the major 

products.

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II. Importance of trade during the month of February 2017  

As in January, the month of February 2017 is characterized by the integration of trade flow data from 
the new collection points on the Abidjan–Lagos Corridor (ALCO).   
 
The aggregate traded volume of agricultural products amounted to 34,120 metric tonnes or a 21% 
increase compared to January 2017. This volume is divided between 36 agricultural and fishery 
products. The most important products are those that are usually monitored, including cereals 
(maize, sorghum, millet and rice) and cowpea which account for 80% of the volume. Maize alone 
accounts for 54% of the total volume traded, i.e., 18, 607 T(See Figure 1). It is followed by colanut, 
cowpea and sorghum which account for 9.46%, 9.3% and 8.09% of the volume respectively. Then 
followed, in descending order, by millet (5.81%), tomatoes (2.59%) and rice (2.39%).

The total value of trade, estimated at US$ 13 milion is distributed between 78% of the commodities 
tradionally monitored, namely maize (38%), sorghum and cowpea 11% respectively, millet 11% and 
rice 5% and 22% of new products including colanut 14%, tomatoes 2% and other products 7% of the 
aggregate value. For the major commodities monitored, they are up by 24% as indicated in the 
details below.  
 
The number of livestock traded is 153, 969 heads and is dominated by sheep (74%), followed by 
cattle 20%, and goats (7%). This number is up by 25% from the previous month, but declined 
sharply in value by 14%. (See Table I).

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III. Cross-border trade flow trends  

III.1 ï Volume and value of cross -border flows of agricultural products  

III.1.1: Volume and value of cross -border trade flows of M aize  

In February, the volume of trade flows of maize remained stable compared to the previous month 

thanks to the Ivorian flow, but the value of transactions fell by 18% owing to a generalized reduction 

in prices, except in Togo. 

In some countries, the volume of maize traded decreased significantly, particularly in Nigeria (17%) 

and Ghana (14.6%). There was no flow in Benin, whereas in Burkina Faso and Togo, volumes 

increased significantly. The volume of trade remained stable (+4,9%) in Côte d’Ivoire, the largest 

supplier of traded maize (64%).                     

It should be noted that, except in Togo, the pricee of maize fell in all other exporting countries. On 

average, the price fell by 22% from its January 2017 level of $ 222/tonne. The largest price decline 

was observed in Nigeria with - 59%. In Burkina Faso, Côte d’Ivoire and Ghana which account for 

more than 92% of the volume traded, the prices fell respectively by 17%, 14% and 12%.  This trend 

contributed significantly to a 18.62% decline in the value of the flows in February 2017 (See Table 

II).

Burkina Faso (26%) remains the largest importer of maize. It is followed by Niger (24%) and Senegal (21%) then 

by Mali with 15%. In general, trade between coastal countries is weak.

III.1.2: Volume and value of cross -border trade flows of Millet   
 

Nigeria, where the average price fell from $ 689 per tonne in January 2017 to $ 462 in February 

2017. In Burkina Faso, the second provider (34.5%), the volume increased by 10%, thanks to the 

stability of price (- 3%), i.e., $ 291 per metric tonne. The volume of millet traded in February is 

relatively stable compared to its January 2017 level. Traded volumes show a decrease of (-3,13%). 

The result was a fall in the value of of trade, which was exarcerbated by a 49% drop in the price of 

millet in Nigeria. Nigeria supplied 65.5% of the volume traded, essentially to Niger which remains the 

largest importer with 75% of the volume. The 47% decline in value is related to the decline in value 

per metric tonne compared to January 2017 ($ 301/tonne).

III.1.3: Volume and value of croos -border trade flows of Sorghum   

 

Like millet, the volume of sorghum transactions declined significantly by 25% in volume and 51% in 

value. This decline is the result of the drop in Nigerian (36.6%) and Burkina Faso (19%) exports. 

Prices also decreased by -7.2 % in Burkina Faso and -27 % in Nigeria. The price per metric tonne of 

sorghum fell from $ 240  in January 2017 to 224% in February 2017 in Burkina Faso and from $ 518 

to $ 408 in Nigeria. The regional average price of millet fell from $ 350 per tonne to $ 291 in 

February 2017, i.e., down by 20%. Niger is the largest importer with 58% of the total volume. It 

absorbed all the exports of Nigeria  and part of those of Burkina Faso.  It is followed by Ghana 

(24%) and, to a lesser extent, by Benin (11%) and Togo (10%) (see Table V).

III.1.4: Volume and value of cross -border  trade flows of Rice   

 

The volume and value of traded parboiled rice decreased from 6.73% and 9.78% respectively from  

their January 2017 level. In Benin, there was an increase in exports, but a 9% drop in price. The 

decline in volume recorded in Burkina Faso is largely due to the launch of a Government purchase 

of 9 000 metric tonnes of rice for school canteens, at an attractive price of 345, 000FCFA per Tonne; 

i.e., $ 557 per tonne while the average price on the Bama market is $ 456 per tonne. This resulted in 

a price increase of 3% compared to its January 2017level.  

The 81% of the volume, i.e.,  599 metric tonnes supplied by Benin were destined for Nigeria, which 

has positioned itself as the first regional importer with 61% of transactions. It is followed by Togo, 

which absorbed  the equivalent of 20% and by Mali (19%). Imports of Mali come exclusively from 

Burkina- Faso.

III.1.5: Volume and value of cross -border trade flows of Cowpea  
 

Burkina Faso is the main exporter of Cowpea (99.34% in volume). For the month of February 2017, 
it exported 3, 152 T of cowpea corresponding to a 20% increase compared to the previous month 
(January 2017). Burkinabè exports are destined for Ghana (72%), Benin (20%) and  Togo (8%). The 
value of the transactions, estimated at $ 1, 706, 348,  is up by 31%, due to the combined effects of 
the volume increase and, above all, the average price which rose from $ 467 per tonne in January 
2017 to $ 538 per tonne in February 2017.

III.1.6 : Volume and value of cross -border trade flows of Colanuts and Tomatoes   

 

The volume of colanuts traded during the month of February increased by 36%, or 3. 227 metric 

tonnes against 2, 079 tonnes in the previous month. Colanuts come almost exclusively from Côte 

d’Ivoire (61%) and Ghana (29%) and, to a lesser extent, from Guinea (7%), See Table XX. The first 

destination is Nigeria with 95% of the volume traded. (Table IX).

The value increased by 18%, or US$ 1.7 million thanks to the substantial increase in volume despite 
a 28% decline in the regional average price. The decline in prices was noted in Côte d’Ivoire (41%), 
Ghana (20%) and Guinea (12%), while the price of colanuts rose by 7% in Togo.

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The volume of Tomatoes traded on the ALCO Corridor decreased by 13%. This decline is mainly 

due to the drop in the Nigerian exports, which accounted for 99% of the volume traded. On the other 

hand, as a result of a price increase in Nigeria (60%), the value increased from $ 182 962 to $ 

396 420, representing a 54% increase (Table X). Benin remains the largest importer of tomatoes 

during this period of the year.

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Conclusion  on agric ultural produce  
 
Notwithstanding the other products, the volumes and values of the major agricultural products 

monitored (table below) show that trade in agricultural products increased proportionately by 24% in 

volume and value, from 30 054 metric tonnes to 39 347 tonnes respectively. However, this flow 

increase hides disparities between the products. Tomatoes, colanuts, and cowpea showed a 

significant seasonal increase while maize and cowpea maintained a stable level of flow. On the 

other hand, the sorghum trade flow decreased by 26%.   

Despite the decline in prices for certain products such as Maize (22%), Millet (43%), Sorghum (20%) 

and Colanut (28%), the increase in volumes (see Table) and prices of cowpea and Tomato helped 

keep up the total value of products traded on the corridors currently monitored by the Market Acces 

PRA.

III.2 ï Number s and value of livestock cross -border trade flows  

 

III.2.1. ï Cattle trade flows (vol ume and value)  
 

Cattle trade declined substantially by 86% during the month of February 2017 (Table XII). The 

decline in Nigerian and Ghanaian currencies contributed to the 23% and 13% decline in imports in 

both countries respectively. As a result, Côte d’Ivoire and Senegal were the main destinations of 

exports, accounting for 27% and 26% of the volume respectively. The biggest declines were in the 

major exporting countries of Mali (46%), Burkina Faso (44%) but also Niger (3%) which now 

occupies the 4th place after Benin, which is ranked 3rd, with 7% of total livestock traded.                                                       

While the price rose by 38% in Mali because its exports are directed to Senegal (43%) and Côte 

d’Ivoire (41%), in Burkina Faso the numbers of cattle traded dropped by 87% due to its proximity 

with Ghana and Nigeria whose currencies have been devalued. The average price reduction in 

Burkina is 35% which, in addition to the decline in volume, caused a drop in value of 152%, i.e., US$ 

4.4 million against 11 million in the previous month. The decline is even more dramatic in Niger with 

a 324% reduction in the numbers of cattle compared to the month of January 2017 and 695% in 

value for the same period. The average price of cattle fell from $ 456 per unit in January 2017 to $ 

243 in February 2017. Overall, the decline was 40% in the numbers of cattle and 72% in value of 

trade.

II.2.2. ï Export  of sheep   
 

Unlike cattle, sheep exports increased by 45%, driven by a 60% increase in Malian exports and19% 
in those of Burkina Faso and a 4% decrease in average price. Indeed, prices fell by 36% in Mali, 
allowing buyers to buy up to 73 833 sheep, outperforming Burkina Faso which was the first supplier 
in January 2017 (See Table XX).  Despite a significant increase in the average price in Burkina 
Faso, the number of sheep traded grew by 19%; which could be explained by offsetting the decline 
in cattle exports. As for Niger, there was virtually no export of sheep in February 2017.

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Côte d’ivoire remained the main importer of sheep from Burkina Faso (91%) and Mali (58%); i.e., 

76.4% of the total number of sheep. It is followed by Senegal, 30% of Malian transactions and 

13.6% of the total . The flow to Ghana is very marginal whereas Nigeria did not import any sheep at 

all in February 2017.

III.2.3 ï Export  of goats  
 

The trade flow of goats increased by 20% compared to January 2017 following the successive 
increases in Burkinabè (29%) and Malian exports (28%). On the other hand, Niger’s exports 
declined in both volume 147% and value 9%,  or $ 41 in February 2017 against $ 45 in January 
2017.     
  
Exported goats values were $ 418 885, or 18% increase compared to January 2017. This trend is 
observed with the increase in the number of goats traded. The regional average price declined by 
2% between January and February 2017, but remains stable.

Conclusion on Livestock  
 
The number of livestock sold in February 2017 grew by 26% as a result of an increase in 
transactions for small ruminants, 45% for sheep and 20% for goats respectively, against a 40% 
decline for cattle. This decline resulted in a decline in cattle value by 72% compared to their 
previous month level and an overall 14 % decline in the value of livestock traded. It should be noted 
that the measures taken by the various Governments of exporting countries undermined trade in 
donkeys for which there were no outflows recorded in the month of February 2017. In addition, it 
was noted that trade flows to Nigeria and Ghana fell sharply due to falling NAIRA and CEDI 
exchange rates.

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IV. General conclusion 

The volume of trade recorded during the month of February 2017 on the main corridors monitored 
by the Regional Programme for Market Access remained stable for the traditional products, but rose 
sharply as far as the products newly monitored are concerned, namely tomatoes and colanut. This 
resulted in 24% overall increase in the volume and value of trade in these products. Unlike the 
volume, the value of the traditionally monitored agricultural products decreased by 6%; but it is offset 
by the increase in the value of the new products (tomato, colanut).  
 
Meanwhile, livestock numbers increased by 26%, but their value fell by 14% as a resut of the 
decline in the flow of large ruminants. Overall, the trade volume fell by 2% due to the decline in the 
value of livestock, which accounted for more than 66% of the volume of trade in February 2017.

Overall, the market of agro-pastoral products shows a fairly good economic situation in this year’s 

pre-harvest hungry period. However, it suffers from the depreciation of Nigerian and Ghanaian 

currencies, which particularly affects the livestock transactions. This situation is particularly 

troublesome given the weight of these two countries in intra-regional trade, over 70% of 

transactions, all products combined.
